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Brief Introduction:

Mongolia is the first gospel ministry claimed by
ROLCC since 1997 when it cooperated with the
EHC Mission. After years of hard work, the
EHC-Mongolia team has distributed the gospel
leaflets to various cities and towns in Mongolia,
leading hundreds of thousands of people to get to
know the Savior Jesus Christ; at the same time, it
has also worked with local churches and the
branch of the ROLCC — Ulaanbaatar, Amid Ug
Christian Church, so that those who are moved by
the gospel can continue to grow under the
nourishment of the church. The EHC-Mongolia
focused its work on remote villages and nomads. In
the vast expanse of Mongolian prairie, preaching
the good news of the Lord Jesus to the nomads in
the scattered yurts who did not know the gospel.
In order to fulfill God’s intention of "l don’t want
one to perish, but that everyone is saved", they
don’t let go of any yurt. A visit is usually a month
or so of travel. With Jesus Christ’s love and
enthusiasm for evangelism, the brothers and
sisters of the team kept traveling to and from
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remote Mongolian towns and grasslands. Every
year, the ROLCC Mongolia short-term mission team
also collects what they need, and cooperates with
them to visit nomads in remote areas, bringing the
love of brothers and sisters to Mongolians who do
not know the gospel. Their vision is to reach every
Mongolian home with the gospel. In 2024, they
will focus on the goal of “one branch building a
new branch, one leader equipping a leader, and
one believer leading one believer.” Therefore, they
are now contacting multiple Mongolian churches
to seek future cooperation, and at the same time
actively discussing with local church leaders how to
spread the gospel and how to reach further places
and reach more people.
