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Brief Introduction

In April 1997, missionaries Zhang Yu and Zhuo Yingxue from the
Bread of Life Christian Church in Taipei responded to God’s
calling to open the New Life Gospel Drug Rehabilitation Center
in northern Thailand to help drug addicts and their families
escape the bondage and control of drugs. Through Jesus they
gained new life, and through these ministries, they learned a
skill and were accepted by society. In order to take care of the
families of drug addicts and their children, they later
established farms, ranches, and student centers. In 2004, God
confirmed to them the mission vision of the "Mekong River
Basin". They began the mission of preaching the gospel to the

six countries that the Mekong River flows through and
establishing churches, and expanded into Myanmar and Laos. In
April 2013, Pastor Zhang and Pastor Yingxue, due to health
issues, handed over all ministries to the younger generation of
staff. Pastor Yingxue returned to Heaven in September 2014
after two years of fighting against cancer. The current leader of
New Life's ministries is Pastor Jiazhen Hu. The ministries include
student centers, drug rehabilitation centers, breeding facilities,
farms, discipleship classes, and mountain churches. In 2024,
they continued to focus on Chinese teaching and evangelism. At
the end of the year, they arrived in several ethnic minority
mountain villages to preach, delivered relief materials to the
poorest families in Myanmar refugee villages, and led many
families to believe in Christ. At the same time, he is also
cultivating food at New Life Farm, hoping to become
self-sufficient. Thank God for his guidance along the way. May
God bless the work they are doing in 2025 and help all
co-workers in the student center or various ministries to
continue to have the spiritual power from God to persevere to
the end and continue to expand the spiritual sky of the Mekong
River Basin.
