» expiation : something done to nullify an offensive act that has set in motion a train of
undersirable events that has caused a breakdown in a relationship
> atonement : John’s writings present Christ as a replacement for animal sacrifice in the

temple (the sacrificial lamb of God) ; atonement for sin in John’s thought is
not a reference to God’s anger, but to his love
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He is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not only for ours but also for the sins of

the whole world. (NIV)

» Wortld in John’s writings is often used to refer not to the planet or all its inhabitants, but
to the system of fallen human culture, with its values, morals, and ethics as a whole -+
Rather than teaching universalism, John here instead announces the exclusivity of the
Christian gospel. Since Christ’s atonement is efficacious for the “whole world,” there is
no other form of atonement available to other peoples, cultures, and religious apart from
Jesus Christ. (Jobes)
